Elements
The EAWiBP logo is a combination of type and shapes. 

The Circle
With no sides, begining or end the circle is an alpha symbol that stands for Continuty, Completeness and 
Unity all these are attributes that align to the goals of EAWiBP. The circles on each side of the female shape 
signify diversity and limitless abilities that women posses and EAWiBP as a channel through which they 
showcase these abilities. A woman can perform multiple tasks at once and excel in all of them.

Abstract Female Shape
This is an iconic symbol that completes the Logo’s meaning. With her open arms she portrays readiness, 
eagerness and ability to seize the opportunities that come her way. This symbol also represents the EAWiBP 
woman as bold and intelligent yet warm and receptive.

The Colours
The vibrant and diverse colours used are drawn from the flag of each of the EAWiBP  member countries.
Their individual meanings tie together to tell the East African story through the eyes of EAWiBP.  
It is the story of a people who are warm, a people who have risen above their struggles to excel, 
a people full of strength and optimism.
